PARTICIPATION RULES

The event and competitions are reserved for athletes up Under 23 category.

It will be at the discretion of the Teams to enroll athletes also belonging to the U16-U18-U20 categories.

Each delegation can register only one athlete for the relevant race scheduled in the program.

Throwing implements, heights of hurdles and hedges will be the same in use for the absolute category.

Each athlete will be allowed to compete in a maximum of 2 individual races and one relay or one individual and 2 relays but
no more than 2 events for day.

AWARDS

The top 3 in each the men’s and women’s competitions will be awarded with medals.

The first men’s team and first women’s team will be awarded with a trophy (ranking based on the score obtained; as many
points as there are participating teams will be awarded, scaling by 1).

All the Delegations present will be rewarded based on the score obtained by the sum of the men’s and women’s teams, the
first place will be awarded the title of ALPE ADRIA 2024 champion.

TECHNICAL STANDARDS

TECHNICAL RULES

All running events are held in series. In track events, the series with the best accreditations will start first.
Field: extension jumps and throws will take place with preliminary rounds and 6-man finals.

RELAY CONFIRMATIONS
The compositions of the relay participants must be confirmed in the T.I.C. no later than 1 hour before the specific race, filling
and signing the form available at the T.I.C.

IMPLEMENTS

Any personal implement must be delivered under the grandstand within 60 minutes before the start of the relevant event.
If approved they will be present on the field and must be available to all athletes of the specific event until its end.
Athletes will be able to collect their implements at the end of the competition.

* Athletes must compete wearing the Team shirt (single Club singlet is not allowed).



CALL ROOM
Athletes must report to the Call Room, according to the times indicated.
At the end of their competition they must leave the competition area through the mixed zone.

COMPLAINTS

Complaints relating to the conduct of a event must be presented verbally to the Referee of the specific event no later than 30
minutes after the results are made official. In the second instance they must be presented in writing to the Appeal Jury,
accompanied by a fee of € 50.00, upon presentation of the federal card, within 30&#39; of the communication from the
Referee/Technical Delegate regarding the decision against which one intends to appeal.
